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AB, ISID ve El Kaide ile iliskili kisi ve kurumlarla beraber bunlarin destekcilerine de seyahat yasagi
ve mal varhgli dondurma gibi yaptirimlar uygulayacak.

AB Genel isler Konseyi, ISID ve El Kaide ile miicadele icin yeni yasal diizenlemelerin hayata
gecirildigini acikladi. Buna gére, ISID ve El Kaide ile iliskili kisi ve kurumlarla beraber bunlarin
destekcilerine de seyahat yasagi ve mal varligi dondurma gibi yaptirimlar uygulanabilecek. Ayrica,
yaptirnm uygulanan kisi ve kurumlara hic kimse herhangi bir sekilde mali kaynak saglayamayacak.

Bu karar dncesinde sadece Birlesmis Milletler ve AB Uyesi Ulkeler, terdr listelerindeki kisi ve
kurumlara AB c¢apinda mal varligi dondurulmasi ve seyahat yasagr gibi yaptinmlar
uygulayabiliyordu. Yapilan dlzenlemeyle AB, teror orgutleriyle baglantih herkese karsi kisitlayici
tedbirlere basvurabilecek. Kararla, terér saldirisi hazirligi ve planlamasina katilanlar, 1SID ve El
Kaideye mali destek saglayanlar, bu érgutlerle silah veya petrol ticareti yapanlar, bu érgutlerden
egitim alanlar, terérist toplayanlar, tahrik edici davrananlar, provokatif eylemlere katilanlar, AB
disinda insan haklarini suistimal eden, insan kac¢irma, cinsel istismar, tecavlz, zorla evlilik,
kdlelestirme gibi faaliyetlerde bulunanlar ve yabanci savascilar AB yaptinmlarina hedef olacak.
Belirlenecek seyahat yasadi listesindeki kisilerin herhangi bir AB Ulkesine girisine izin verilmeyecek.

Listede olan AB vatandasi ise sadece kendi vatandasi oldugu Ulkeye giris yapabilecek. Yaptirnm
listesi, AB Uyesi ulkelerin tavsiyesi sonrasinda AB Konseyi karari ile olusturulacak.

Fight against terrorism: EU strengthens its legal arsenal against ISIL/Daesh and Al-Qaida

On 20 September 2016, the Council adopted a legal framework which, for the first time, will allow
the EU to apply sanctions autonomously to ISIL/Daesh and Al-Qaida and persons and entities
associated or supporting them. Until now sanctions could only be applied to persons and entities
listed by the United Nations or by EU member states acting individually.

The EU will be able to impose a travel ban on individuals and an asset freeze on individuals and
entities that are identified as being associated with ISIL (Daesh)/ Al-Qaida. This means that all their
assets in the EU will be frozen and that EU persons and entities will also be prohibited from making
any funds available to listed persons or entities.

The individuals and entities targeted include those who have participated in the planning or



perpetrating of terrorist attacks or have provided ISIL (Daesh)/ Al-Qaida with financing, oil or arms,
or have received terrorist training from them. Persons or entities could also be listed for activities
such as recruiting; inciting or publicly provoking acts and activities in support of these
organisations, or being involved in serious abuses of human rights outside the EU, including
abduction, rape, sexual violence, forced marriage and enslavement of persons.

The EU will also be able to impose restrictive measures on individuals travelling or seeking to
travel both outside the EU, and into the EU, with the aim of supporting, ISIL (Daesh)/Al-Qaida or
receiving training from them. Such measures will target particularly the so-called foreign fighters.
As a result the EU will be able to list any person who meets the criteria [J including EU nationals
who have supported these organisations outside the EU and who then return. The travel ban will
prevent listed persons from entering any EU member state. In the case of a listed EU national, the
travel ban will prevent the listed person from travelling to any EU member state other than the
member state of which that person is a national.

Upon agreement on listing proposals from member states, persons and entities will be listed
through a Council decision and a Council regulation adopted unanimously.
