The United Nations today condemned the deadly terrorist attack in the Iraqi capital, Baghdad, for
which the Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL/Daesh) has claimed responsibility.

Meanwhile, the UN envoy in Iraq also strongly condemned yesterdays car bomb attack in the
Bayaa district of Baghdad, which, according to news reports, left more than 50 people dead.

This is totally
unacceptable, said the Secretary-Generals Special Representative for Iraqg, Jan Kubis.

The lIraqgi people have shown their courage and determination in the fight against terrorism, and
these desperate tactics by the terrorists will only increase the resolve of Iraqis, who want to live in
peace and tranquility to terminate the so-called ISIL throughout the country, Mr. Kubis$ added.
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
