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RUSSIA, TURKMENISTAN DISCUSS PROSPECTS OF CO-OP

Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation Andrey Rudenko met with Ambassador 
of Turkmenistan to Russia Batyr Niyazliev in Moscow, Trend reports referring to Russias Ministry of 
Foreign Affairs.

Since 2009, ARETI 
International Group of Companies (formerly ITERA) has been operating in the Turkmen sector of 
the Caspian Sea.

Turkmenistan has been actively establishing business relations with the subjects of Russia, 
including Tatarstan, the Sverdlovsk and Astrakhan regions, and St. Petersburg city.
