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Azerbaijans Ambassador to Japan Gursel Ismayilzade has met with State Minister for Foreign 
Affairs and Member of the House of Representatives of Japan Kenji Wakamiya to discuss prospects 
for cooperation between the two countries.

Ambassador Ismayilzade highlighted the current economic situation in Azerbaijan. The 
ambassador noted that Azerbaijan attached great importance to the development of the non-oil 
sector, including agriculture, tourism, transport, and high technologies. The diplomat also spoke 
about the Azerbaijani government`s successful steps to curb the spread of the coronavirus 
pandemic and maintain economic stability in the country.
