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MOSCOW ACCUSES KYIV OF NUCLEAR TERRORISM
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Russia on Thursday accused Kyiv on the "nuclear terrorism," claiming that Ukrainian shelling of the 
territory of the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant could lead to a disaster worse than the notorious 
1986 Chernobyl accident.

On Wednesday, the G-7 and EU voiced concern over the threats posed by Russia's possession of 
the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant, urging Moscow to hand over the war-torn country's nuclear 
facilities to the government in Kyiv.

The Zaporizhzhia station is Europe's largest nuclear power plant, producing around 20% of 
Ukraine's electricity.
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
