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ARMENIA'S MILITARY AGGRESSION LEFT NEARLY 4,000 AZERBAIJANIS MISSING
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Nearly 4,000 Azerbaijanis went missing as a result of Armenias military aggression, according to 
the "Assessment Report on the Search for Missing Persons in the Republic of Azerbaijan" 
presented by the International Commission on Missing Persons (ICMP), Azernews reports.

The report states that 3,209 of the missing individuals were military personnel, while 774 were 
civilians. Among them, 3,698 were men and 285 were women. The vast majority  ᐀㌀Ⰰ㤀㜀㜀 
people  ᐀眀攀渀琀  missing during the First Garabagh War, while six cases were recorded during the 
Patriotic War.

The search efforts have also led to the exhumation of the remains of 192 martyrs of the First 
Garabagh War, buried without identification in 23 cemeteries across various cities and regions of 
Azerbaijan. As of March 1, 2025, 165 bodies have been identified and handed over to their families.
