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MALAYSIA WARNS AGAINST TRAVEL TO SOUTHERN THAILAND AFTER ATTACKS

Malaysia has warned its citizens against travelling to southern Thailand after bombings and 
shootings by suspected insurgents killed five people and injured 13 others at the weekend.

The attacks occurred in the mainly ethnic Malay Muslim southernmost provinces of predominantly 
Buddhist Thailand, where more than 7,300 people have been killed since a decades-old separatist 
rebellion reignited in 2004. 

Gunmen fired into a district office and detonated a car bomb in the Sungai Kolok border town of 
Narathiwat province, popular with Malaysian tourists, killing two Thai security volunteers, 
authorities said. In neighbouring Pattani province, a roadside bomb killed a volunteer ranger and 
two government officials.
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
