Tens of thousands gathered in Belgrade demanding early elections after months of protests 
spurred by a deadly train station collapse blamed on government corruption.

Riot police clashed with anti-government student-led demonstrators who rallied in the Serbian 
capital of Belgrade on Saturday to demand early parliamentary elections after nearly eight months 
of protests.
