Georgias government has reacted angrily to a critical assessment from the European Union over
the countrys backsliding on democratic reforms on the way to joining the bloc, accusing Brussels
of interfering in domestic affairs.

In presenting a scathing annual report on progress toward accession, EU foreign policy chief Kaja
Kallas said Georgia has "no viable path to the EU at this stage unless conditions change
dramatically."

Specifically, the report blames the situation on Georgian government policies -- namely a
crackdown on political opponents and a policy shift that appears slanted toward Moscow -- that
have undermined relations with the 27-member bloc.
