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Kirkuk Governor and Iraqi Turkmen Front (ITC) President Mehmet Seman Aga told a gathering of 
Turkmen diaspora organizations in Istanbul that the appointment of a Turkmen governor in Kirkuk 
for the first time in 102 years was the result of a promise kept.

He said the next goal is to secure a ministerial post in Iraq's newly forming central government 
and in the Kurdish Regional Government (KRG).
